The CBI has registered a case 
under the Official Secrets Act 
against both Lieut-Gen Pun, who 
retired from service four years ago 
after holding several sensitive 
posts, and Mr Khanna.

Five shops burnt

Five shops burnt

Liquor to 
cost more in HP 

SHIMLA, March 5 (UN!) - Li-
quor in Himachal Pradesh will cost 
more during the next financial 
year. 
The new excise policy, which

A SMALL STEP FORWARD 
BE'ITER late than never. On that note of qualified 

welcome should the people of Punjab receive the 
news about the release of 40 detainees from the Jodhpur 
prison and five head priests fromélsewhere. The Tribune 
has consistently held that no Government should hold in 
detention persons against whom it cannot frame specific 
charges. As it is, over 370 persons arrested in the 
precincts of the Golden Temple in the wake of Operation 
Bluestar in June, 1984, have already spent 45 months in 
prison without trial. There are indications that more 
releases would follow - they ought to - keeping in view 
the overall national security in perspective. The five head 
priests are known to be close to certain militant groups 
and could even be described as the creations of the 
militants who had wrested control of the Golden Temple 
nearly two years ago. The initial statements of the priests 
have not been very positive or helpful, but there is no 
need to rush to judgement on these because whatever 
little positive help these men of religion can render, will 
be killed in the process. it has iever been clear to the 
people what purpose the overmnent sought to serve by 
the arrests of the head priests in the first place and the 
least that the Centre and the State Government can do 
after their release is to vest in them some relevance to 
reverse the tide of violence, militancy and separatism. 
Over the past two years premature value judgements 
have reduced the relevance of many a leader - Prof 
Darshan Singh first, Mr Parkash Singh Badal later. 
Public morale had been the recurrent casualty of such 
exercises.  - 

Mr Siddhartha Shankar Ray has -more than hinted at 
the possibility of the Jodhpur detainees' release coming 
in instalments. He also said that the Prime Minister does 
have a policy "package" for Punjab to be "unfolded 
slowly but certainly". The trouble is that the process of 
Prime Ministerial unfolding of packages has been excru-
ciatingly slow and painfully inadequate. Obviously, some 
contact has been made with militant groups and attempts 
have been made to bring those with separatist intent into 
"the framework of the hithai constitution". The grue-
some massacre of. over 30 persons in Hoshiarpur on the 
eve of Holi might well have beefl a Message from other 
militants that they too are lethal enough-to be reckoned 
with in any future process of negotiated settlement. The 
whole atmosphere is gloomy enough to preclude any sort 
of optimistic forecasting. Hours before the priests' re-
lease, Mr Badal and an AISF leader appeared on the 
same platform at Anandpur Sahib, one pleading for 
"Khalsa Raj" and the other for "Ithalistan". 

The release Ofa4O Jodhüi dtáinees and the media-
tion of Acharya Sushil Muni, in asense, sideline Mr Badal 
as a political force. If the UAD leader sided with the 
militants to strengthen his bargaining position, he was 
only persuading the Government to bargain direct with 
the militants. The consolidation of political forces will 
now have to take .place at another level and the fight 
against terrorism must be joined by the Akali parties 
providing the most vital "political :'MP ut" that Mr Ray 
and Mr Ribeiro have long been asking for. Detention as a 
deterrent of violence has tailed miserably in Punjab. 
Release of leaders as a solution'will also fail if it were not 
ol1owed by confidence-restoring measures. Of these,
